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KTM 950 CANNISTERECTOMY INSTRUCTIONS

Tools Required:
· Phillips head screwdriver

· Flat head screwdriver

· Long, narrow flat head screwdriver (for fuel screw on carbs)

· 1/4”- drive ratchet and sockets: 6 mm, 8 mm, 10 mm, plus an 8” extension
· Allen wrenches: 5 mm, 6 mm

· Long needle nose pliers

· Other set of pliers

Parts Required:
· K&N Filter 

· 2 x Acerbis 1-way vents

· 2 x SAS blanking plates

· 2 x plastic plugs 
1. Remove both gas tanks (consult KTM manual).
2. Remove the hoses and canister that are connected to the top front of each tank. The emissions canister itself is inside the right front fairing, along with a vacuum diaphragm and several hoses - get rid of everything here (you will need a couple of assorted hose lengths from this pile, so don’t actually throw it out). Use a short length of hose to connect these fuel tank vents to an Acerbis one-way vent (one per tank).
3. The vent line from the right fairing to the t-connector on the tank crossover should be cut.
4. Remove airbox.
5. Block off both openings in the top of the airbox with rubber plugs or something similar. The hose that previously went to the top of the airbox should be connected to the K&N breather filter. 

6. Remove the stock SAS from the cylinder head. There is one plate with a hose connection on each cylinder head – remove both plates and all the hoses that extend from them.

7. Replace the plates with the machined block-off plates using the stock fasteners. Torque to 7 ft.-lbs.

8. Block off the rear cylinder vacuum line or remove it and block the vent.
9. There are two crossover hoses on each carb manifold. Make each side feed back into itself so that there is no crossover.
